     It is, and always will be, an issue at club dances across the
country. No matter what is played, there are people who love it
and people who complain about it. At the same dance!
     For many years, we’ve tried to please as many people as
possible but it seems to get harder and harder. “Those songs
are so old they have mold growing on them.” “You play too
many Latin songs!” “You don’t play enough Latin songs.”  Or, a
fav, “You don’t know s**t about music. You haven’t played a
single Latin song all night!!”
But my all time favorite was being told that, because of the
music, I don’t run a swing club. The same person informed me
that he told interested potential attendees not to come if they
were looking for a swing dance. He tells them it is a ballroom
dance and not much swing music is played.
     I put out sheets that ask for your favorite songs, and no one
writes anything down unless asked specifically to sit down and
take the time to do it. And take a guess as to how many people
have approached me with suggestions on how to remedy the
situation so that everyone is happy. Try ZERO. One teacher
and I did quite a bit of brainstorming about it on the phone once,
but no member or attendee has ever come up with a solution.
Criticism seems to be much easier to produce than a solution.
I always ask what the critical person would like to hear, but I
usually get this answer, “Oh I don’t know the names of songs. I
just know if I like it or I don’t.” Having flunked mind reading in
college, I’m at a loss on that one.
     So, I came up with a structured play list format for my swing
and hustle dance. I’m happy to share the current format with
anyone who is interested and who would like to offer helpful,
constructive suggestions. I want as many opinions as I can
get. Then I’m going to publish the results. No names, just results.
So, at the next dance, come up and see me (or Jean) so that I
can show you the spreadsheet with the play list format.
     In the meantime, I’d really like to know what songs you
want to hear. Email your requests or just write them on the list
at the dance. I’ll do my best to fit them in. Unless they “have
mold growing on them.”!!! ☺
