HERE’S WHAT TEACHERS GO THROUGH TO BE CERTIFIED.
GSDTA TEACHER’S CERTIFICATION has been going on for over 45 years. The
process usually starts by attending an Intensive. Some people prefer a 2-day or
3-day Mini-Intensive before plunging into a full week. Others, impatient to learn,
jump right into a full week Intensive and enjoy the impact.
     Most participants do some home study - Skippy’s Books, Videos, Articles, etc.
They also make it a point to attend any independent Workshops with GSDTA
Specialist Teacher Trainers like: Wayne & Sharlot Bott, Jordan & Tatiana, Mary
Ann Nunez, or Skippy.
     The Preliminary Examination is available several times a year. Further study
is required after passing the Preliminary. The Registered exam is the second
phase. Participants progress at their own pace and apply to take the exams when
they feel they are ready. Following the 2nd exam, teachers are asked to submit a
Video of them teaching a class. There is a formula for knowing what is expected
in the class presentation.
     Over 1200 teachers have passed their certification exam and over 10,000
have gone beyond their Preliminary exam.

JUDGES CERTIFICATION is in it’s third official year through the National Dance
Dynamics Certification Board (NDDCB). Many people have participated in GSDTA
Judging Seminars through the years, but the new Certification is a recent
innovation. In 2002, the World Swing Dance Council approved the NDDCB training
program as the official Certification. This program includes 12 hours of dedicated
Judges Training, followed by a Preliminary Exam - Then -
Apprentice Judging at 4 events - and 12 additional hours of training. The last
step is the Certification Examination and letters of recommendation from event
directors or head judges.

The latest in SWING DANCE TRAINING COURSES is the recently implemented
“Dancer Acceleration” Program. These exams became the newest rage, when
people realized that the “guaranteed to improve everyone’s dancing” was not a
joke, but is REAL! In the world of education, people take exams to identify what
they have learned, as well as what they NEED to learn. Examinations are the only
way to provide that information. No records or grades are kept, unless by request.
This exam is just an informal exercise to identify areas that can be further
developed through our accelerated program.
     Training is based on the proven program that parallels our Teachers Training.
Exams may be written or arrangements can be made for a verbal exam.
Participants are always AMAZED at the results.
